What advice would you share with instructors who are thinking about adopting a ZTC approach?
Don't let the textbook teach for you, like you, you ought to be teaching, cause you're trying to transfer knowledge, to transfer what you know- not what textbook says. Like you can use a textbook to fill gaps, maybe you're missing but the textbook's old. I've taught from textbooks, and I find the lessons are less exciting, very boilerplate. If you want to, teaching case method is hard, if you get people thinking, it's way better for everyone. You can, and you can learn more from your students if you're not reading a textbook to them. They have more to teach you than anything else.
